Proposed Changes in Series 1 Rules

| think that two of the three proposed rule
changes as set forth in the letter sent by the
Board of Examiners of Land Surveyors in my
renewal notice are good ones. | do not think
that the one exemption for firms of 3 people or
less effective January 1, 2004 would be a good
change for the following reasons.

1. The certificate of authorization was
"sold" as an enforcement tool so that the Board
could determine who was under the direct su-
pervision of what licensed professional. It now
is included with a letter concerned with financial
problems. What other surrounding states other
than Ohio has this requirement? Why should

continued

licensees who have paid the price in education
and/or experience and a renewal fee on their
license pay another additional fee to practice a
"profession”.

2. It appears that the Board had an in-
crease in receipts from $66,156.72 in fiscal
years 2001 to $144,727.58 in fiscal year 2002.
This may calculate as a 216% increase. | wish
my revenues in anything would increase by this
amount. They have now changed the license
renewal fee from $50 to $80. The renewal costs
for the surrounding states are as follows: Vir-
ginia - $80, Kentucky - $75, Ohio - $16, Penn-
sylvania - $12.50 per year or $25 per two years.
One can ask why are we paying this relative
high fee?

3. The Board offers seminars in ethics
and standards which are required for licensure.
Is this a conflict of interest? The revenues help
to support the expenses for the board and
should reduce the renewal fees and eliminate
the need for any certificate. The Board has ad-
ditional costs attributed to monitoring continuing
education, but this should be reduced in future
years as everyone knows what is expected and
licensees attend more relevant courses.

4. Perhaps the retired status for survey-
ors should be set at 65 or at least tied to the
current sliding age of retirement and not set at
62.

5. Many of the expired licenses were
dated as 6-30-2002 and some of these may re-
new this year.

6. The Board has been very active and
built a good question bank for the West Virginia
portion of the licensing examination. Most of
the cost of setting up this bank and the consult-
ants should be eliminated by this time. This
does not add revenue but it does lessen ex-
penses.

7. The Board and the Investigation Com-
mittee have worked diligently to reduce the
backlog of complaints. Mr. Marshall Robinson
has been a strong leader in this important strug-
gle. Hopefully this activity of the Board can be-
come less as the offenders quit, die, or get tired
of paying for investigations in which they are
found guilty of incompetence or negligence in
doing their duty. Items 6 and 7 are primary du-
ties of the Board and they have done an

outstanding job in these areas.

This Board has been very active and this
costs a lot of money. They have employed an
excellent staff. "Every man is a debtor to his
profession”. The question is how much debt
can the practitioner stand? The Association
dues have increased for the last several years
because we did not have the foresight to realize
the financial impact of continuing education on
the association. The national organization dues
keep going up. We are required to attend con-
tinuing education courses which is a good thing,
but we lose money by not being able to work
during that time, and in many cases we have to
pay registration, travel, meal, and lodging ex-
penses for these activities. In a time when the
economy is not good, the State is reducing
budgets, and my retirement has taken a big hit
thanks to corporate thieves is not a good time to
ask for increases in funding.

Let me say that currently the COA pro-
posal will not directly affect me in a business, so
| "have no ax to grind” in this discussion. | do
think that the Board needs to look at its reve-
nues and expenses carefully and do some plan-
ning. It is always easy to ask for more money,
but more difficult to cut expenses. In dealing
with my wife and our personal finances, the lat-
ter usually wins out.

| now object that the changes were filed
the first of July and the information was typed
on the 18th and I received the official notice on
the 25th. When all comments were to be filed
by the 31st and this is the busiest time of the
year for surveyors, do you think this is good no-
tice? | certainly do not think so. | realize the
Board is trying to make positive changes, but
the profession does not need these changes
without proper input.

Beginning with the April 2004 examination
administration, the National Council of Examin-
ers for Engineering and Surveying (NCEES) will
begin strictly enforcing materials that are allowed
in examination rooms. Calculators with commu-
nication or text editing capabilities will be banned
from all NCEES exam sites. These include, but
are not limited to, the following models:
—Hewlett Packard, HP 48 GX (communicating
and text editing)

—Hewlett Packard, HP 49G (text editing)
—Texas Instruments, TI-83 Plus and TI83 Plus
Silver Edition (text editing)

—Texas Instruments, TI-89 (text editing)
—Texas Instruments, TI 92 and Voyage 200
(text editing and QWERTY keypad)

NCEES Exam Policy 15 prohibits devices
or materials that might compromise the security
of the examination or examination process. It
has been determined that certain models of cal-
culators might have been previously allowed in
NCEES examination sites that provide communi-
cation capability through the use of infrared tech-
nology or through the use of cards that enable
communication via radio transmission. In many
cases, these models may also afford a text edit-
ing capability that enables the user to enter and
store information in the calculator® memory.

Natural Resource Management Degree
Approved for Glenville State College

Glenville State College is pleased to an-
nounce that a baccalaureate degree in Natural
Resource Management has been approved by
the Higher Education Policy commission and
will be the only Bachelor of Science of this type
in West Virginia. The degree will be offered
through the Division of Arts and Science, and
the college will be able to enroll students in this
degree program immediately.

The degree has been developed with a
professional natural resource management core
and concentrations of: Applied Science, Busi-
ness Management, Environmental Science, For-
est Technology, Land Surveying Technology
and Landman Technology. Other natural re-
source management concentrations could be
developed later as needed. Graduates will be
gualified for a large number of career opportuni-
ties with federal government agencies such as
the U.S. Forest Service, the Bureau of Land
Management, and the Environmental Protection
Agency. At the state level, graduates will qualify
for job opportunities with the Department of
Natural Resources, the Department of Environ-
mental Protection and others. The new degree
program will also prepare graduates for a wide
range of opportunities with private industry and
public utilities.

Considerable emphasis will be placed on
the Global Positioning System (GPS) and Geo-
graphic Information Systems (GIS), as gradu-
ates will need to be technologically proficient in
these rapidly expanding fields.

Glenville State College currently offers
exemplary associate degree programs in For-
estry and Land Surveying Technology. Ed Graf-
ton, Professor of Forest Technology, believes
this program has long been needed and will pro-
vide a smooth transition for associate degree
graduates in existing programs, as well as envi-
ronmental and other natural resource technol-
ogy fields, to complete the baccalaureate de-
gree in two additional years. Professor Rick Sy-
polt explains that this will allow land surveying
students in West Virginia to obtain two degrees
in four years and provide an excellent educa-
tional path toward licensure.

Lincoln Surveyor Statue Unveiling

A new statue depicting Abraham Lincoln
as a surveyor was unveiled in central Illinois Oc-
tober fourth.

The bronze statue, titled "Abraham Lin-
coln Deputy County Surveyor,” was commis-
sioned by the lllinois Professional Land Survey-
ors Association (IPLSA) to honor Lincoln’s work
as a surveyor while living in New Salem, Illinois
a small village about 20 miles North of Spring-
field, lllinois.

Lincoln arrived at New Salem at the age
of 22, and while in New Salem the untrained
Lincoln tried many jobs, including surveying.

Upon learning of this newcomer’s hon-
esty and intelligence, the county surveyor, a De-
mocrat, asked him to become the deputy county
surveyor. Lincoln, a member of the Whig Party,
took the position on the condition that his politi-
cal views and activities would not be hindered in
any way. He performed about 30 surveys and
laid out five towns while holding the position
from 1833 to 1837. After leaving New Salem
and becoming an attorney in Springfield, Lincoln
argued cases before the court that set case law
regarding surveying which is still used today.

"The purpose of the statue is to let the
public know that Lincoln was a surveyor and in
turn let people become aware of the surveying
profession,” says IPLSA Executive Director
Robert E. Church, who spearheaded the pro-
ject. "We feel surveying was an important part of
Lincoln’s early life and helped him develop as a
statesman.” Only one year after Lincoln began
working as a surveyor, villagers elected him to
the lllinois House of Representatives.

The statue shows a 25-year-old Lincoln
peering through a Rittenhouse surveyor's com-
pass on a Jacob’s staff. The leather patches on
his pants hint at the sometimes rough, muddy
conditions in which Lincoln surveyed. The
statue is set in the middle of a 26-foot diameter
concrete base made to look like a compass
face.

New Salem has been reconstructed to
look like it did during Lincoln’s time there and is
now an lllinois historic site. The statue is located
at its entrance. Continued on page 21

Richard DiPretoro, a West Virginia Land Sur-
veyor was killed recently in a plane crash. Here
is an article I ran across honoring him-David Sy-
polt.

The Father’s Day skydiving plane crash
in Pennsylvania had four fatalities. One was
Richard S. diPretoro, recently of Pittsburg, but
formerly of Morgantown, West Virginia. Dr. Cyril
Wecht, famed for his JFK assassination
thoughts, is conducting the medical examination
on this case. Richard diPretoro identified him-
self, in his emails, as a “Landman, Geologist,
Surveyor & Pilot” and was a registered profes-
sional geologist in West Virginia, Kentucky and
Pennsylvania. He was known to the media as
an environmental activist (see http://
www.wvgazette.com/static/series/timber/
REGULATE.htm.) having headed Living For-
ests, a project of the West Virginia Highlands
Conservancy which was formed in 1967 to pre-
serve the natural beauty of the West Virginia
Highlands; it is the state’s oldest environmental
advocacy organization. The WVHC has been
instrumental in creation of the Monongahela Na-
tional Forest Wilderness areas and in prevent-
ing the destruction of Canaan Valley.

Richard diPretoro’s links include his sup-
port and photography of the release of owls and
hawks from the Three Rivers Avian Center, a
West Virginia animal shelter for injured and en-
dangered wild birds, raptor rehabilitation, and
raptor environmental education programs. In a
minor coincidence, the exact site of the Sunday
plane crash was a mere eight miles from the lo-
cation of witness Mike Felice’s sighting of a
Thunderbird in early September 2001, an event
which has been compared with West Virginia’s
Mothman cases from 1966-1967.

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Surveyors Rendezvous 2003
By Don Teter

On September 18-20, 2003, members of
the Surveyors Historical Society and other inter-
ested surveyors went "Back To School" at the Kel-
logg Center on the campus of Michigan State Uni-
versity in East Lansing. We took a look at a sur-
veying course taught at what was then Michigan
Agrigultural College (now Michigan State) in 1895,
with particular emphasis on the exercises in the
field book of Squad No. 6. Keith Widder gave us
an overview of school life for the 1895 students.
Research had revealed a surprising amount of
biographical information on each of the students in
that squad, which added an interesting human
element to the discussions.

Both Friday and Saturday mornings were
filled with classroom sessions, including explana-
tions by David Ingram about the Solar Compass,
as developed by surveyor William Austin Burt,
who had struggled with the use of magnetic com-
passes on Public Land System surveys in the iron
ore country. In 1840, Burt triangulated over four
miles across the Straits of Mackinac to carry the
Michigan Meridian from the lower portion of Michi-
gan to the Upper Peninsula. Michigan surveyor
Jack N. Owens gave an informative presentation
on that survey.

We also heard about the evolution of sur-
veying education from Robert Burtch, and Steve
Vallier gave an informative overview of the survey-
ing of Indian treaty boundaries and their relation-
ships with the public land system. A survey reen-
actors forum provided an opportunity to share
ideas about how to capture the public® imagina-
tion.

The groups rotated around on Friday and
Saturday afternoons, with field exercises on the
MSU campus and downtown. On campus, tran-
sits and tapes were used to make indirect meas-
urements between buildings, and R.J. Landini led
work groups in demonstrations of the use of the
plane table and alidade with Beaman Arc for to-
pographic mapping.

Other afternoon activities included a visit to
the State Capitol grounds for a demonstration of
the use of the solar compass at one of two
“Meridian stones," which were set in 1875 to pro-
vide geodetic control for the Michigan Geological
Survey and the topographic mapping which was

continued

then in progress in the southern portion of the
Lower Peninsula. These "Mystery Stones" have
intrigued Capitol visitors for years, and many out-
landish theories have been put forth to explain
their existence. As is so often the case, a little
research in the right place provided the true his-
tory of the stones. Participants also visited the Mu-
seum of Surveying, which is just a short and
pleasant walk from the State Capitol. When | vis-
ited on Saturday, we parked at the museum and
walked over to the Capitol. Downtown Lansing
was busy that day, with a classic car show on a
few blocked off streets, and a heavily attended
biker® rights rally on the Capitol steps (lots of
leather and bandannas).

The Museum is well worth a visit, with the
institution® directors striving to make it truly a na-
tional museum of surveying. The extensive col-
lection of surveying instruments and artifacts is
quite impressive, and the building itself is intrigu-
ing. The museum is embarking on a fund raising
campaign to finance an ambitious expansion pro-
ject, and the West Virginia Association of Land
Surveyors has already made a contribution toward
the project. There will be more about this fund
raising effort in future issues of this newsletter,
and | encourage all surveyors to become involved.

The Rendezvous concluded on Sunday
evening with the usual fine meal, followed by an-
other successful fund-raising auction. Although
attendance at this year® event was somewhat
lower than last year® Rendezvous at Gettysburg,
those in attendance found the event to be well-
worth the time spent. We will be looking forward
to seeing a big turnout at the Rendezvous next
July in Missouri.
